CAMPER INFORMATION

· Check in on Sunday is between 9am and 11am. Lisa & Tricia will be there to help you settle in.  Bring your own lunch on Sunday!!! Briefing begins at 11:00am (you may eat your lunch during this time). Remember - we decided to begin camp early since many ponies will be spending the night at VI after the dressage show on Saturday.
· Bring a stall card with current emergency contact info or complete one when you arrive. Please list feeding instructions & location of feed bags (ie. trailer).
· Stabling cost: Cost per stall for one day/night is $20.00. MAKE A SEPARATE CHECK PAYABLE TO VIRGINIA INTERMONT. For Sunday through Wednesday, cost of stabling is a maximum of $60.00. You are responsible for feeding & cleaning your stall while your pony stays at VI, the staff will not do this.

· For ponies who stay over on Saturday night (after the dressage show): IF you paid for a Saturday stall with your dressage show registration, you do not need to pay an additional $20.00 for Saturday night. If you did NOT pay for a Saturday stall with your dressage show registration, you will need to pay $20.00 for Saturday night (in addition to his stay during camp). Make sense? You are responsible for arriving early on Sunday morning to feed him & check on him. NO ONE IS ALLOWED TO RIDE ON SUNDAY BEFORE CAMP BEGINS.
· Lunch: if you are NOT a volunteer but wish to join us for lunch please let Tricia or Lisa know so they can get a headcount. Cost for Non-Volunteers is $5.00. For Volunteers it is Free (you know who you are).
· Groups & Schedules will be handed out on Sunday at briefing 

· Camp is not an overnight camp; please arrange to carpool each day to save gas. No one is allowed to stay over without specific permission (no campers, etc). Please ask Lynn.
