Pony Equipment
For the tack room:

· Tack Trunk for keeping up with your items

· Travel Saddle Rack

· Travel bridle hook(s)

· Utility Kit

· Duct tape

· Bailing twine

· Scissors

· Screwdriver, hammer, nails, and screws

· Extra Double-ended snaps

· Safety Pins

· Pen and Paper


Tack:
□ Bridle with reins
□ Bit
□ Saddle
□ Properly fitted girth
□ Horse boots if worn
□ Saddle pad (preferably one for each day- riding in hot, sweaty weather)


** White is best! No bright colors, or patterns of any kind

□ Any extra equipment you may have (extra bit, extra reins, extra stirrup leathers, extra girth, extra irons, etc.)
□ Any other equipment you ride with daily (half-pads, for example)
□ Crop/Whip if needed

Feed:
· Hay and Hay net (enough for entire time you will be gone!)

· Grain bagged in a brown paper bag (no ziplocks) and Labeled:
· Rider name

· Horse name

· Day and time of feeding (ex. Sat. AM or Mon. PM)

· Type and amount of food

· List all supplements and amounts or NO SUPPLEMENTS

** All grain must be kept in a safe area, where no horses or small critters can get to it. Most people use a small trash can with a lid, and secure the lid in some way, or a tool box with a lockable lid. You may share your storage area with your teammates. 

Paperwork:

· Negative, current coggins (taken within the last 12 months) that won’t expire while you are at the event

· Health Certificate if traveling out of state

· Completed Stall card (available under forms at ponyclub.org)

· Feed chart for all members of a team
Stable Items:

· Leather or breakaway halter
· Cotton or round nylon lead rope
· Extra lead rope and halter

· Two five-gallon buckets for water

· One bucket for food (5 gallon or 8-quart)

· One bucket for a salt block, or salt lick secured to stall in some way

**Each Bucket MUST have double ended snaps (when secured, clasps facing AWAY from the horse). A flat-back bucket needs one snap. A round bucket needs two. 

· Muck Bucket and mucking supplies if not supplied by the facility

Horse Clothing:
□ Cooler or sheet, if needed
□ Blanket, if needed
□ Shipping boots or wraps 
□ Tail Wrap, if worn
Grooming:
□ Dandy brush

□Body Brush

□ Curry Comb (plain oval must be in kit, extras such as a grooma type curry are optional)
□ Fly Spray, if needed
□ Hoof Oil/Polish
□ Hoof Pick
□ Towels or rub rags
□ Mane and Tail Brush or comb
□ Shampoo
□ Sponges
- One labeled FACE

- One labeled DOCK

- One labeled BODY
□ Sweat Scraper
□ Wash Bucket labeled WASH ONLY
** ShowSheen and similar products are not allowed in Pony Club

* Braiding is not common in pony club, and is discouraged. However, some older members may choose to braid at rallies, in which case the braid must be taken out each night, and redone the next morning.

TURNOUT EXPECTATIONS

D-1:


Rider- PC pin and number, no inappropriate jewelry, safe, neat, and clean attire, appropriate attire.


Horse- Neatly brushed, no shavings, burrs, etc. in mane or tail, feet well-trimmed and/or shod, feet picked out


Tack- Safe, neat
D-2:

Rider- PC pin and number, no inappropriate jewelry, safe, neat, and clean attire, appropriate attire.


Horse- Well brushed (no obvious sweat), clean (no obvious dirt), no shavings, burrs, etc. in mane or tail, feet well-trimmed and/or shod, feet picked out, eyes/nose/lips/dock wiped off


Tack- Safe (especially stitching on stirrups/girth), clean (no obvious jockeys or heavy dust)

D-3: 

Rider- PC pin and number, no inappropriate jewelry, safe, neat, and clean attire, appropriate attire.


Horse- Well brushed (no sweat), Clean (no dirt), no shavings, burrs, etc. in mane or tail, mane and tail brushed, feet well-trimmed and/or shod, feet picked out, eyes/nose/lips/dock wiped off


Tack- Safe (especially stitching on stirrups/girth), clean (no jockeys or dust), properly adjusted, stress points clean, stirrup pads clean, bit clean

C-1:

- PC pin and number, no inappropriate jewelry, safe, neat, and clean attire, appropriate attire, clean boots.


Horse- Well groomed, reflecting regular care (no sweat or dirt anywhere), healthy coat, mane and tail brushed, feet well-trimmed and/or shod, feet picked out, eyes/nose/lips/dock clean, little or no dandruff, external areas around sheath/udder clean.


Tack- Safe (especially stitching on stirrups/girth), clean (no jockeys or dust), properly adjusted, stress points clean, stirrup pads clean, bit clean, supple, reflecting regular conditioning, no cracked leather, metal clean and polished
C-2:

- PC pin and number, no inappropriate jewelry, safe, neat, and clean attire, appropriate attire, clean boots (polished and in good repair), spurs, if used, polished and put on properly


Horse- Well groomed, reflecting regular care (no sweat or dirt anywhere), healthy coat, mane and tail brushed, feet well-trimmed and/or shod, feet picked out, eyes/nose/lips/dock clean, no dandruff, sheath/udder showing regular attention


Tack- Safe (especially stitching on stirrups/girth), clean (no jockeys or dust), properly adjusted, stress points clean, stirrup pads clean, bit clean, supple, reflecting regular conditioning, no cracked leather, metal clean and polished

C-3 and up: You should know what you need.

*REMEMBER: Your formal times and ride times are exact. Tardiness is not acceptable, and being late may force you to forfeit your ability to ride or rate. If your formal time is 10:26, you should arrive at 10:20, completely ready to go. If your ride time is at 2:03, you should be on and completely warmed up by that time. If you come at 2:04, you may have missed your ride, and will not be able to make it up.
