1. So, what is quiz, anyway? Quiz is a rally*, only it is unmounted, meaning you don’t have to keep up with a pony! You don’t have to memorize a dressage test or a show jumping course, so what DO you DO? Well, you memorize anything and everything you can to try and do well in the four phases of the Quiz Competition. So sharpen your pencils and get to work on those study guides!!

2. Now, at quiz you will memorize everything you can about Horse Management, Horse Sports, and Tack. Holston Pony Club has weekly meetings, but it is up to you to study on your own. Remember, Quiz isn’t about winning; it’s about learning all you can about your equine friends.

Quiz is made up of four phases: Classroom, Megaroom, Barn, and Stations. These are explained in part four. You are tested on various topics, from horse health and management to sports and attire. Now, don’t worry: little Sally won’t get the same question as big Annie. You get to pick which level you would like your question to come from, but the higher you ask for, the more points you get!
Your level – 5 points

One level up – 10 points

Two levels up – 15 points

Unrated members count as D-1s. So, for example, if you have not done a pony club rating yet, your name tag will say “UR”, which means unrated. However, when you are in classroom, you will ask for a D-1 question. If you feel confident after the first round, go ahead and ask for a D-2 question! Then if you’re really feeling up to it, go for the D-3. Once you have gone up two levels, you cannot go any higher. You may never ask down a level from your current rating. However, after asking for a question of higher point value (a 10 or 15 point question), you may return down to a 5 or 10 point question at any time.
3.  One of the greatest things about quiz is that everyone can compete, and everyone learns A LOT. Not only is Quiz a great experience in itself, but it helps prepare for future ratings and teaches more than any member could ever want to know.
*A rally is a competition where teams of Pony Clubbers compete against other Pony Clubbers in the region. The clubs compete in teams of three to four (with one optional stable manager at most mounted rallies), and are all required to help each other.  A unique quality of rallies is that parents are not allowed to help their children at all. The teams can only rely on each other, and/or the judges if needed.  Pony Clubbers have the option of trying to qualify for championships if they meet certain rating and age requirements. 4. How is quiz rally set up?

The four phases: 

1. Classroom- Classroom is where you ask for a question at a certain level, and the judges ask you something from their list. You must stand up, introduce yourself, and go in the order designated. This is an individual event; only Junior D’s may confer with their teammates. If you need help, ask the judge if you may confer, and with permission, you may quietly ask your teammates if they know the answer.

2. Megaroom- Megaroom is perhaps the most challenging aspect of Quiz. It is a timed event, done individually. You must rotate amongst the tables set up, matching answers and filling out forms appropriately. You are given a sheet upon entry, which you will feel out when directed, and not before then. 

3. Barn- Barn is an individual station where you are asked about things relating to horse care. Barn phases often ask you to demonstrate or explain in detail, so make sure you brush up on your horse management skills! There is one Group question for each Barn phase, on which the entire group may work together. YOU MUST WEAR PADDOCK BOOTS DURING THIS PHASE.

4. Stations- Stations is fun! You get to work with your team to identify or set up different items and activities. All team members are allowed to work together, and the topics vary.

5. What should you do to study? A good place to start would be the packets and handouts you get from quiz meetings. After that, make sure you read through your pony club manual. If you still want things to read, check out ponyclub.org and the Rally Rulebooks.

 What to wear:

Maroon Pony Club polo with PC pin on the left side of collar  (your name tag will 

go on the right)
Khaki pants with belt (if pants have belt loops) 

Paddock boots [cleaned!]
Hair pulled back if long enough, or neat and tidy if short

Flip flops or non-horsey footwear
What to bring:

Any other study guides that might be helpful

Any items you want to sell at the silent auction – this can be horsey or non-horsey
