Safety halter and lead rope

Stall supplies – 2 water buckets, feed bucket, double-end snaps, salt

Feed – bagged and labeled for each day (lunch sacks), hay 
Grooming & bathing supplies

Tack – bring several saddle pads as we will be riding twice a day

Spare tack (such as halter, reins, etc) if needed
Tack cleaning supplies

Bandaging materials as appropriate to level (if you have them)
Lunging equipment as appropriate to level (if you have it)
Gloves, spurs, crops as appropriate

ASTM/SEI approved helmet 

Hard soled riding boots with a heel

Half chaps or tall boots if appropriate

Riding breeches or jodhpurs

Belt if pants have belt loops

Tee-Shirts or polos, no sleeveless
Pony Club manuals and study materials
Record book (if you have one)
Pens, pencils, paper

Recommended – hat and sunscreen
Anything else your pony needs!!!
Mucking equipment is provided by the college
*All equipment should be safe, in good repair, and clearly labeled. A storage container or tack truck would be helpful in containing your items. You may also lock items in your trailer at night.
No sleeveless or midriff shirts in the barn!  Only hard soled boots that cover the entire foot allowed in barn.  Approved helmets must be worn at all times when anyone is mounted, and long hair must be contained. Campers are allowed to change to shorts or more comfortable clothing (must have sleeves) after riding sessions.

Riding Schedule: A complete riding schedule will be given to campers at briefing on Sunday morning. Mounted and Unmounted instruction are scheduled twice a day.
